 - Fall and Spring internships are typically 10 hours per week 
 - Summer internships can be part-time or full-time 
• Students can complete international GenCen internships along with some 

MSU study abroad programs  
• Advanced undergraduate and graduate students are encouraged to apply  
• Most internships are unpaid, however some offer work-study to eligible 

students. Students are encouraged to contact the GenCen internship 
coordinator to discuss upcoming scholarship opportunities.
